  Crime Prevention Tip: Holiday Safety: The police department wants to  
remind everyone that this is the season for crimes of opportunity, such as purse snatching, 
strong arm robberies, and car burglaries. Citizens need to exercise extra care when shopping 
and carrying packages to parked cars:

7.  do not ever leave valuables in plain sight in unoccupied vehicles
